The 2020 Wynnsday Collection has arrived, including five 
very special wines from the heralded 2018 vintage. While it’s 
been a tough year for everyone, we believe this is something to 
be celebrated. Reflecting the Wynns house style, these wines 
are approachable in their youth, with an exceptional capacity 
to age.

The 2018 vintage was an excellent one for Coonawarra 
Cabernet. Winter rainfall and an extended ‘Indian summer’ 
ensured moderate yields, while the slow, cool ripening period 
produced excellent fruit with fine tannins and clear varietal 
flavours – a winemaker’s dream.

In exceptional vintages, we have the privilege of selecting one 
single vineyard to bottle separately and in 2018 it was our 
Harold Vineyard that shined brightly. This wine pays homage 
to the very first Wynns single vineyard wine, which hailed 
from this site in 2001, with 2018 marking the third release 
from our Harold Vineyard – a superb follow-up to the 2013 
expression. 

Wynns is also privileged to have many older vineyards and 
the 2020 collection reveals their individuality beautifully. In 
particular, our Black Label ‘Old Vines’ Shiraz features parcels 
from the Undoolya Vineyard, planted way back in 1894 
– we are honoured to tend these vines, and continue to tell 
Coonawarra’s Shiraz story through its wares.

No Wynns Collection would be complete without our Black 
Label Cabernet Sauvignon. 2018 marks the 63rd vintage of 
our iconic wine - and it delivers. Since 1954 it has been a 
benchmark wine for ageing gracefully and always displaying 
excellent varietal and regional characteristics.  

Rounding out the 2018 wines are our V&A Lane Shiraz and 
Cabernet Shiraz made by Sarah Pidgeon. These special wines 
are renowned for capturing the finesse and elegance of this 
special terroir. 

It wouldn’t be a Wynnsday without our two most iconic wines. 
We’ve kept a special cellar reserve of the 100-point rated 2016 
John Riddoch Cabernet Sauvignon and the 97-point Michael 
Shiraz especially for you. This is a special chance to secure two 
extraordinary wines for pride of place in your cellar.

CABERNET SAUVIGNON 2018

Cabernet. The 2018 Black Label Cabernet 
is a combination of dark fruit and finesse. 
Initially the palate is soft and round, but 
a fine tannin framework provides structure 
and length on the palate.

This is a complex, early-ripening wine 
filled with bright cherries and blueberries, 
complementing savoury elements of stalks, 
pastry and spice. Cloud-like tannins guide 
the pure fruits though to lingering crushed 
pepper and cinnamon on the finish.

CABERNET SHIRAZ 2018

This marriage of Cabernet Sauvignon with 
Shiraz results in a rich and textured wine. 
Dark brambly fruits are layered with black 
tea, aniseed and peppery spices. The velvety 
tannins meet with crisp acidity, leaving the 
palate full and long with a smoky finish.

Wynns very first single vineyard label was 
the 2001 Harold and we’re proud to release 
this showcase of its special terroir from 2018 
in homage to Harold Childs who originally 
nurtured the land. 

Aromas of bright lifted violets and classic 
red cherries fill the glass before this classic 
medium-bodied Coonawarra palate reveals 
dark and red berries with a refreshing dried 
mint note. Fine French oak frames the 
fantastic tannin structure.
